Our 

artists, in collaboration with the professional staff, address the needs of each room to develop the 

project.  Then we decorate the walls with uplifting and joyous scenes. It is a simple and effective 

way to support patients around the clock.  

 

Auditory support:  

To enhance and complement the visual support, we develop auditory support with music 

therapists adapted to the age, pathological needs and cultural background of a patient or 

resident.

Anouk Foundation is a non -profit organization, formed in April 2008.  The Foundation exists thanks to 

the generosity of its sponsors.   

 

85% of the donations are allocated directly to the projects; the Foundationõs administrative costs 

are met by the remaining 15% and by our main partner COGES, providing for free office spac e, 

material, post, and telephone.  
 

The Foundation is  listed  in the Commercial Registry of the Geneva Canton and is governed by 

Swiss law and subject to the regulation of the Federal Surveillance Authority (DFI); its accounts are 

audited by Berney & Associé s S.A., Geneva.  

 

Management : 
 

The Foundation is managed by two project managers: Beatriz A ristimuño and Vanessa Radicati, 

receiv ing  a salary representing 100% and 80% of their time respectively.  

 

Board Members : 
 

The Board members, who come from diverse backgrounds, are responsible for setting the 

strategy.  According to t he statutes  of the Foundation the Board is overseen  by a minimum of 

three (3) and a maximum of nine (9) Board members.  
 

In 2008 the Board met three times. The two project managers update the Board on current and 

pending projects, as well as on the operation s of the Foundation. The Board members do  not 

receive any compensation .
